Attendance Update 

The DfE has issued new guidance for schools to help 

improve attendance.  At Maria Fidelis, we want to 

work with families to ensure that students are in 

school every day, as we are very aware of the impact 

absence has on childrenõs learning. 

It is really important that every attends every day the 

school is open except when a statutory reason applies. 

Please notify the school as soon as possible when 

your child has to be unexpectedly absent (e.g. sick-

ness).   If your child is too ill to attend school, we 

must record these absences as authorised. In the ma-

jority of cases medical evidence is not needed, but we 

will ask you for evidence where:  

* Your child is regularly absent because of illness.  

* In a small number of cases where we have reason 

to believe your child was not too ill to attend and a 

conversation cannot resolve the issue.  

The DfE has also made it very clear that you should 

also only request leave of absence in exceptional cir-

cumstances and do so in advance.   

If your child 

needs a medical 

appointment, 

please book it 

around the 

school day where 

possible.  If your 

child needs to be 

absent from 

school, you 

should contact 

the school as ear-

ly as possible on 

the first day of 

absence to ex-

plain why. If you 

do not, we will 

contact you on 

the first morn-

ing of the ab-

sence to find out 

why your child is not in school. All parents can re-

quest a ôleave of absenceõ for their child which gives 

them permission to be absent from school.   

Please note that the school has the final say over 

whether to approve the request and for how long your 

child can be absent.

Beatification of Carlo Acutis 

Students at Maria Fidelis were interviewed by Kafui 

Okpattah for ITV News following the announce-

ment that Pope Francis has paved the way for Carlo 

Acutis to become the first millennial saint.   

It was also an opportunity for Kafui to meet one of 

his old teachers from St Aloysius School.  He was 

taught RE by Mr Campbell and it was a very happy 

reunion.  Kafui said that Mr Campbell was an inspi-

ration to him, and that it was thanks to Mr Campbell 

that he got an A in his GCSE RE! 

Carlo was born in 

London and died 

from leukaemia 

when he was just 

15 years old.  

Shortly after his 

birth , he moved 

to Italy with his 

family, after 

spending much of 

his short life shar-

ing the message of 

Christ on a web-

site he created 

from scratch. 

Carlo covered heaven and hell, angels and demons 

and aged 11, he investigated the Eucharistic Mira-

cles and listed 160 of the events on his website, 

which were shared across 10,000 parishes around 

the world.  The young computer programmer's web-

site is still visible today, and is translated into many 

languages.   

He was beatified in 2020.  This meant that the 

Church officially recognised that he lived a holy life, 

and this is usually the step before becoming a saint.  

On 23rd May, Pope Francis recognised a second 

miracle, attributed to Carlo and approved the final 

process for making him a saint.

I am PC Matt Cox and serve as the designated Safer Schools Police Officer (SSO) 

for Maria Fidelis Catholic School FCJ. My previous experience within the Metropoli-

tan police has included detective and response unit officer positions. The primary 

role of a Safer Schools Officer (SSO) is to engage with staff, pupils and parents re-

garding the safeguarding and education of children.  

Key objectives being: 

* Deliver preventative messages on key youth themes to keep the community safe inside and outside of a 

school environment. 

* Work with the school in identifying and providing intervention and diversion with pupils at risk. 

* Provide educational inputs at key term times utilising an agreed preventative education plan. 

* Regularly liaise with local agencies or personal safeguarding stakeholders to coordinate and facilitate effec-

tive delivery of care or disciplinary procedures. 

* Conduct foot patrols outside school, tackle anti-social behaviour alongside Safer Neighbourhood Teams 

(Somers Town and St Pancras Ward) and Camden enforcement services to co-ordinate relevant resource to 

intervene or aid school and community safety. 

Please remember, I am there to help and support the schoolõs safeguarding team. It is a team effort and special-

ist police resources are there to help ensure all relevant stakeholders have the support, management and senior 

support they deserve.  

If you see me in and around the school and have any questions then do not hesitate to ask or arrange a 1-2-1 

appointment with me via the school.
